We 

grew LOTS of maize, beans, 

potatoes, kale, spinach, cab-

bage, cauliflower, egg plants, 

carrots, broccoli, cucumber, 

lettuce and tomatoes.

Cur-

rently, we are rearing 26 pig-

lets, 19 pigs, 28 goats, 16 

sheep, 7 bulls and 5 cows. 

Again itôs worth mentioning 

that the funds obtained from 

the sale of these animals have 

gone a long way in helping to 

meet the operating costs of 

our home. 

We are moving ahead and 

building on the 50 acre farm 

where eventually 200 chil-

dren will receive life, love 

and a future. Construction of 

the Noahôs Ark Rescue Cen-

ter is nearing completion and 

hopefully it will be occupied 

next summer. With the guest 

huts complete, many of our 

international volunteers have 

enjoyed staying here at af-

fordable rates. Plans are un-

derway in promoting Tumaini 

to local companies by invit-
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éwith the unfolding of 

new horizons and remarkable 

achievements for us at Tu-

maini. With the rising cost of 

living and high inflation rates 

Tumaini has continued to 

grow amidst the challenges 

and are beating all odds. We 

are grateful for the following 

achievements.
